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Two Heads 221, from “two heads are better than one”, is a symbol of creativity 
and collaboration. The brand visuals encapsulate the idea of two African 

women, two sisters collaborating in the creative industries.
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AFRICAN MASKS /

The Mukuyi/Okuyi Mask is a 
female Bantu mask from the 
Gabon region, believed to 
harness the powers of female 
ancestors. They are worn and 
danced in communal rites of 
passage such as funerals, youth 
initiations, and births.

COWRY SHELL /

The shape of the cowry as a 
symbol of fertility, creativity, 
currency and womanhood. An 
element of water and resilience, 
the face/mask-like silhouette 
encourages viewers to look 
within. 

CROWN /

A symbol of autonomy, regality 
and power of self. 2 heads with 
one crown, one vision: to lead. 
The crown is placed above the 
eye alluding to this guided 
vision.

PICASSO / CUBISM

A cubist profile and frontal view 
on a singular portrait, depending 
on the viewers perspective. In this 
case, two heads literally become 
one (sisterhood/collaboration), 
with an emphasis on form and 
salient features of the face.

LINE DRAWING / 

The continuity and flow of the 
contour line drawing highlights 
the form but allows the mind to 
complete the rest. This alludes 
to the power of the subconcious.
